The Metropolitan Commissioner, Hyderabad Metropolitan Deve_lopment
Authority & Chairman, Hyderabad Growth Corridor Limited in the letter first read
above, has informed that construction of eight lane access controlled Expressway
as Outer Ring Road (ORR) to Hyderabad City has been taken up through
Hyderabad Growth Corridor Limited (HGCL), a joint venture of HMDA & INCAP by
raising loan through commercial banks for Phase-I, on PPP model as BOT
(Annuity) contracts for Phase-IIA and by taking loan from JICA for Phase-IIB.
The works in the stretch of ORR from Gachibowli to Pedda Amberpet via
Shamshabad forming Phase-I and part of Phase-IIA for a total length of 63.00
Km is being completed and made operational with effect from 01.12.2010.

2. The Metropolitan Commissioner, Hyderabad Metropolitan Development
Authority & Chairman, Hyderabad Growth Corridor Limited has also stated that
in the G.0.Ms.No.36, I & I Dept., Datad:02.03.2007 approval has been accorded
to adopt toll for Outer Ring Road in order to maintain high standards of the
access controlled expressway corridor and also to make the project financially
viable for HMDA to meet all the maintenance requirements. The Japan
International Cooperation Agency (JICA) is providing loan assistance for ORR
Phase-II B and also for providing Intelligent Transport System (ITS) comprising
of Toll Management System (TMS) and Highway Traffic Management System
(HTMS) for the entire length of ORR. He has stated that it is proposed to collect
User Fee (Toll) manually duly calling for tenders till the ITS is completed and
commissioned on similar lines as being done by National Highway Authority of
India (NHAI) all over India.

3. The Metropolitan Commissioner, Hyderabad Metropolitan Development
Authority & Chairman, Hyderabad Growth Corridor Limited has proposed to
adopt the National Highway Fee (“Determination of Rates and Collection) Rules,
2008 issued by Ministry of Shipping, Road Transport & Highway, Government of
India Notification No.GSR 838(E), New Delhi, dated.05.12.2008 published in the
Gazette of India which is being followed by NHAI as basis to work out the rates
to be levied /collected as the User Fee rates from the vehicles plying on Nehru
Outer Ring Road (NORR). The following 3 alternatives have been proposed for
fixing the user fee rates on NORR and recommended the Alternative-III, in view
of the heavy maintenance burden and also the burden of repayment of loans
taken for construction of NORR, on HMDA / HGCL:

1. Alternative -I : By increasing the NHAI rates by 50%
(i.e.,) 1.5 times the NHAI rates.
