. 838(E).—In exercise of the powers conferred by section 9 of the National Highways

Act, 1956 (48 of 1956) and in supersession of the National Highways (Temporary
Bridges) Rules, 1964, the National Highways (Collection of Fees by any person for the
Use of Section of National Highways/Permanent Bridge/Temporary Bridge on National
Highways) Rules, 1997, the National Highways (Fees for the Use of National
Highways Section and Permanent Bridge - Public Funded Project) Rules, 1997 and the
National Highways (Rate of Fees) Rules, 1997, except as respects things done or
omitted to. be done before such supersessxon. the Central Government hereby makes the
following rules for pollecuon of fee for use of sections of national highways, pennanent
bridges, bypasses and tunnels, namely:-

1.~ Short title and commencément. - (l) These rules may be called the

Nanonal Highways Fee (Determination of Rates and Collection) Rules, 2008.

(2) They shall come into force on the date of their publication in the Official
Gazette. : j

(3)  They shall not apply to agreements and contracts execited and bids invited prior
to the bublication of these ru'leé. .

2. Definitions.— (1)'In these rules, unless the context otherwise requires,-

(a)  “Act” meansthe Nationa! Highways Act, 1956;

(b)  “base year” means the period from 1 April 2007 to 31 March 2008;

()  “bypass” means a section of the national highway bypassing a town or

(d):  “concessionaire” means a person with whom an agreement has been

" entered into under séction 8A of the Act;

(¢)  “elevated highway” means any scction of national highway raised
‘above ground level through support of piers or columns; -

()  ‘“executing éuthorlt}" means ‘an officer or authority notified by the
Central Government under section S of the Act; '

(g) “expressway” means a national highway having a divided carriageway
suitable for high speed traffic and with control of access;

(h)  “financial year” means the year commencing on the 1* day of April of

a vear and endin-g on A3J“ day of March of the succeeding year;
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(i) “gross vehicle weight” in respect of any vehicle means the total weight
of the vehicle ar)d load certified and registered by the rggistering
authority as permissible for that vehicle under the Motor Vehicles Act,
1988 (59 of 1983);

) “lane” means a lane forming part of the main carriageway and having a
minimum width of three meters and fifty centimeters; '

()  “mechanical veliicle™ means any vehicle driven vnder its own power
including a motor vehicle as defined under the Motor Vehicles
Act1988; - , '

(i) “potification” means a fotification published in the Official Gazette;

(m) “private investment project” means a project relating to section of
national highway, permanent bridge, bypass or tunnel, as the case may
be, for which an agreement is entered into with a concqssionaire; :

(n) “pdblic funded project” means a project whi,c}i'is not a private
investment project, as defined in clause (m) above and includes a
private investmant project in respect of which the agreement has
expired; )

(0)  “toll plaza” meens any building, structure or booth made for collection

of fee. ‘ 1 .
{2) Words and expressions used herein and not defined but defined in the National

Highways Authority of India Act, 1988 shall have the meanings respectively assigned

to them in that Act.
3. Levy of fee.- (1} The Central Governmént may by notification, levy fee for use

of any section of national higfxway, permanent bridge, bypass or tunnel forming part of
the national highway, as the case may be, in accordance with the provisions of these

rules:
Provided that the Central Government may, by notification, exempt any section of

national highway, permanent bridge, bypass or tunnel construzzed through. a public
funded project from levy of such fee or part thereof, and subjec: 0 such conditions as

may be specified in that notification.
() The collection of fee levied under sub-rule (1) of rule 3, shall commence within

forty- five days from the date of completion of the section of nationa! highway,
permanent bridge, bypass or tunnel, as the case may be, constructed through a public

funded project. . .
3 - In case of private investment project, the collection of fee levied under sub-rule

(1) shall be made in accordance with the terms of the agreement entered into by the

concgssionaire.
